6 stalks chopped celery

1 teaspoon salt

3/4 teaspoon pepper

6 large potatoes, peeled and cubed

2 tablespoons chicken bouillon granules
1 16-ounce can corn, add more if you like
2 cups half-and-half,

(fat free half-and-half or milk also works)
1 cup shredded cheddar cheese

Saute diced onion, celery, and butter in large pot.
Add potatoes and just enough water to cover them.
Cook on high until potatoes are tender stirring fre-
quently. When potatoes are done, add the rest of
thednlredigns.u  u p !

Cook on medium heat for 1-2 hours, until soup
thickens OR put it in a crock pot at this point and let
it cook uncovered for hours.
